The Behaviour Policy is understood by pupils and staff.

The Exclusions Policy explains that exclusions will only be used as a last resort, and outlines the

processes involved in permanent exclusions and suspensions.

The Governing Body also emphasises that violence or threatening behaviour will not be tolerated

in any circumstances.
